Manage all expectations before you attend, including your own. Fail to
plan, plan to fail — so prepare for your trip with lots of consideration and
analysis beforehand.

BUYING

Be focused while buying; If your gut is telling you ‘no, this dress isn’t right for us’ stick with it.
Partnerships are the way forward for all retailers, so ensure you buy from suppliers who support
you, your brand and your brides. Buy the gowns you know you need. Then consider which gowns
already sell well for your boutique, as you may want a newer version from the upcoming season.
This type of buying helps greatly with minimums and ensures your hard-earned cash works for
the future. Check out any new brands you feel may be right for your boutique and brides. Buying
a small capsule collection of four gowns or so used to work really well in my boutique and is
definitely something to be considered. You can sell the right dress over and over, ensuring profit,
so buy with your head and gut instinct.

While in Harrogate try to make some time for a little bit of advice from industry
experts. The Ask the Experts sessions are amazing, if only to chat and talk through
ideas you have. They offer hands on business support to boutique owners and their
teams on all things ‘business & bridal’.
